

COUNCIL MINUTES
JUNE 9, 2015

THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MONDOVI MET IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBERS OF CITY HALL FOR THEIR FIRST MEETING OF THE MONTH.  MAYOR TREIG PRONSCHINSKE PRESIDED OVER THE MEETING WITH ALL MEMBERS PRESENT EXCEPT COUNCILMAN HOLDEN.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN RUD AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN KRISIK TO ACCEPT THE AGENDA AS POSTED.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON TO APPROVE THE MAY 26, 2015 COUNCIL MINUTES.  MOTION CARRIED.

[bookmark: _GoBack]A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON TO ACCEPT THE JUNE 8, 2015 FINANCE REPORT AND APPROVAL OF THE VOUCHERS PAYABLE DISBURSEMENT IDENTIFICATION #40432 THRU #40448; MANUAL CHECK #20150503 THRU #20150506; MANUAL CHECK #20150602; #40449 THRU #40510 AND MANUAL CHECK #20150601 FOR A TOTAL OF $96,297.02 WITH ADDITION OF CHECK #40511 THRU #40513 TOTALING $6,206.39 FOR A GRAND TOTAL OF $102,503.41.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILWOMAN SMITH AND SECONDED BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON TO ACCEPT THE MAY 5, 2015 LIBRARY REPORT.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN RUD TO APPROVE THE APPOINTMENT OF TIMOTHY HOLLISTER AS THE POLICE SERGEANT.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY AND SECONDED BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON TO APPROVE THE APPOINTMENT OF ADAM JULSON AS PATROL OFFICER.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN KRISIK TO APPROVE EACH EMPLOYEE TO RECEIVE A MINIMUM OF 2 HOURS FOR EACH CALL-IN TO WORK UNLESS IMMEDIATELY PRIOR TO OR AFTER THEIR SHIFT.  THE 
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POLICE CHIEF SHALL RECEIVE A MINIMUM OF 2 HOURS CALL-IN AT THE OT RATE (1.5) WHEN CALL-IN HOURS EXCEED THE REGULAR SCHEDULED HOURS WORKED IN THAT PAY PERIOD (BI-WKLY).  THE STREET SUPERVISOR AND PUBLIC WORKS DIRECTOR SHALL RECEIVE A MINIMUM OF 2 HOURS CALL-IN TIME AT THE OT RATE (1.5) WHEN CALL-IN HOURS EXCEED 40 HOURS WORKED IN THAT WEEK.  MOTION CARRIED WITH COUNCILMAN RUD AND COUNCILWOMAN SMITH ABSTAINING.

COUNCILWOMAN LYNN SMITH SHARED INFORMATION FROM THE RECENT TRAINING SHE ATTENDED TITLED “LOCAL GOVERNMENT 101” AND SHE ENCOURAGED ANYONE TO ATTEND NO MATTER THEIR EXPERIENCE.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN KRISIK TO APPROVE ANNUAL LIST OF LICENSES FOR ALCOHOL BEVERAGE, SODA/WATER AND CIGARETTE AND ALSO TEMPORARY CLASS “B” PICNIC LICENSE AS PRESENTED.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN KRISIK AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN RUD TO GRANT OPERATOR LICENSES ON ANNUAL LIST CONTINGENT ON LAW ENFORCEMENT APPROVAL.  MOTION CARRIED.
