A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON TO ACCEPT THE AGENDA AS POSTED.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN RUD AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN KRISIK TO APPROVE THE JUNE 9, 2015 COUNCIL MINUTES.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF A NEW SQUAD 2016 FORD POLICE INTERCEPTOR UTILITY VEHICLE FROM NORTHTOWN FORD FOR $27,098.00 PLUS EQUIPMENT REQUESTED TOTALING $6,348.68, SQUAD EQUIPMENT TRANSFER ($1,619.00), GRAPHICS ($395.00), GRAPHICS INSTALLED ($180.00) AND ALL SHIPPING ($429.25) FOR A GRAND ESTIMATED TOTAL OF $36,069.93 AND TO SELL THE 2013 FORD TRUCK SQUAD ON THE ONLINE AUCTION.  MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN HOLDEN TO APPROVE ADDITIONAL LIST OF ALCOHOL BEVERAGE LICENSES (LESS BARRON HUMPHREY) AND SODA/WATER LICENSES.  ALSO TO APPROVE THE LIST OF OPERATOR LICENSES CONTINGENT ON LAW ENFORCEMENT APPROVAL.  MOTION CARRIED WITH COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY ABSTAINING.
