A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY TO ACCEPT THE AGENDA AS POSTED.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN HOLDEN AND SECONDED BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON TO APPROVE THE JULY 28, 2015 COUNCIL MINUTES.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILWOMAN SMITH AND SECONDED BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON TO ADOPT GASB-34 AND ALL SUBSEQUENT GASBS AS RECOMMENDED BY CITY AUDITORS FROM HERE ON IN FOR OUR AUDITING PROCESS PUTTING THE CITY IN ACCORDANCE WITH GOVERNMENT AUDITING STANDARDS.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON TO ACCEPT THE JULY 7, 2015 LIBRARY REPORT.  MOTION CARRIED.

JACK DOERR FROM THE MONDOVI GILMANTON SNO-BLAZERS SNOWMOBILE CLUB CAME IN TO DISCUSS THE CITY ROUTES THAT CAN BE USED TO RIDE WITHIN THE CITY.
A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN HOLDEN TO EXTEND THE CITY ROUTE FOR SNOWMOBILES FOR ONE MORE YEAR WITH AN AMENDMENT TO THE HOURS.  THE NEW HOURS BEING MONDAY THROUGH THURSDAY FROM 7 AM TO 10 PM AND FRIDAY THROUGH SUNDAY FROM 7 AM TO 11 PM.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILWOMAN SMITH TO TABLE DISCUSSION ON LIBRARY DOOR REPAIRS AND LIBRARY SIGNS.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN RUD AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY TO APPROVE CHANGE TO ORDINANCE 4.02, TO EXCLUDE THE NEED FOR COUNCIL APPROVAL IN HIRING OF RESERVE OFFICERS, AND HAVE THE CHANGE DRAFTED BY THE CITY ATTORNEY IN ORDINANCE FORMAT FOR COUNCIL ACTION.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILWOMAN SMITH AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY TO TABLE THE DISCUSSION ON ODD/EVEN PARKING IN THE CITY.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE MONDOVI POLICE DEPARTMENT AND THE CITY OF MONDOVI FOR THE TRAFFIC SAFETY GRANTS WAS PROVIDED BY THE POLICE DEPARTMENT DUE TO THE DEVIATION FROM THEIR UNION CONTRACT REGARDING COMPENSATION.  A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY TO ALLOW POLICE OFFICERS TO BE PAID OVER TIME FOR HOURS THROUGH THE TASK FORCE GRANT PROCESS WITH THE 
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UNDERSTANDING THE CITY WILL BE REIMBURSED BY THE STATE FOR THE COST OF THE
HOURS.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN
RUD TO APPROVE THE APPOINTMENT OF KADIE SCHULTZ AS A PATROL OFFICER FOR
THE CITY OF MONDOVI.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN RUD TO APPROVE A 3 % SIMPLIFIED WATER RATE INCREASE AND TO ALSO HAVE THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR DO A SEWER RATE STUDY FOR A RATE OF INCREASE TO BE DETERMINED AND APPROVED AT A LATER DATE WITH A GOAL TO HAVE THE NEW RATES IN PLACE BY 12/1/15.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILWOMAN SMITH AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN HOLDEN TO APPROVE CLASS “A” BEER AND LIQUOR LICENSE TO HANSEN’S IGA, INC., TRAILER PARK LICENSE TO TYLER LOEWENHAGEN AND OPERATOR LICENSES TO TERRY L. CRANDALL (GUMBY’S) AND MITCHELL D. STOUT (WHITE PIG).  MOTION CARRIED.
