COUNCIL MINUTES
OCTOBER 13, 2015


THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MONDOVI MET IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBERS OF CITY HALL FOR THEIR FIRST MEETING OF THE MONTH.  MAYOR TREIG PRONSCHINSKE PRESIDED OVER THE MEETING WITH ALL MEMBERS PRESENT.

A PUBLIC HEARING WAS HELD TO DISCUSS SOLID WASTE AND RECYCLING.  A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY TO CLOSE THE PUBLIC HEARING.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN KRISIK TO ACCEPT THE AGENDA AS POSTED.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN HOLDEN AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON TO APPROVE THE SEPTEMBER 22, 2015 COUNCIL MINUTES.  MOTION CARRIED.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN KRISIK TO ACCEPT THE BID FROM WIPFLI LLP TO PROVIDE THE CITY AUDITING SERVICE (INCLUDING THE IMPLEMENTATION OF GASB 34) FOR 2015 ($25,000), 2016 FOR ($25,250) AND FOR 2017 ($25,500).  MOTION CARRIED.

DAN IS WORKING ON THE 2016 BUDGET.  UNION NEGOTIATIONS ARE SCHEDULED FOR OCTOBER 22, 2015 AND OCTOBER 26, 2015.  HE WILL PRESENT THE PRELIMINARY BUDGET AT THE NOVEMBER 10 COUNCIL MEETING AND THE BUDGET HEARING WILL BE SET FOR DECEMBER 8, 2015.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILWOMAN SMITH TO HIRE PLUNKETT’S PEST CONTROL THIS FALL TO TRAP PIGEONS IN THE DOWNTOWN AREA FOR NO MORE THAN $1,000.  THE COUNCIL WILL ADDRESS THE ISSUE AGAIN IN THE FUTURE TO DISCUSS THE EFFECTIVENESS AND ANY REPEAT SERVICE.  MOTION CARRIED WITH COUNCILMAN HOLDEN VOTING NO.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN JOHNSON AND SECONDED BY COUNCILWOMAN LARSON TO APPROVE AND ADOPT ORDINANCE #O-15-10-01 TO REPEAL AND ADOPT “CHAPTER 6 TRAFFIC” IN ITS ENTIRETY.  MOTION CARRIED WITH COUNCILMAN RUD 
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VOTING NO.

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN KRISIK AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN LUBINSKY TO APPROVE CHAPTER 23-26 OF THE POLICE DEPARTMENT POLICY MANUAL.  MOTION CARRIED WITH COUNCILWOMAN SMITH ABSTAINING.  

A MOTION WAS MADE BY COUNCILMAN KRISIK AND SECONDED BY COUNCILMAN HOLDEN TO TABLE THE TOPIC OF COMP TIME POLICY TO GATHER ADDITIONAL INFORMATION AND TO INCLUDE COMP TIME POLICY AGAIN ON THE OCTOBER 27, 2015 AGENDA.  MOTION CARRIED WITH COUNCILWOMAN SMITH AND COUNCILMAN RUD ABSTAINING.
